Organize help
Get your family, friends and neighbors involved. Mobilize members of your church or synagogue,
school or sport clubs. A food drive is much more effective and more fun, if you are not on your own.

Select the date(s) and location for the food drive. Plan the food pickup
A food drive can be one specific day or several designated dates.

Designate a pre-approved location where the food will be collected. You must contact grocery
stores well in advance for permission to hold a food drive at their location.

Also plan how you pick up the collected food. We can provide you with crates for easy transport of
the collected items.

Register your food drive

If you are under the age of 18, parental permission is required to run a Food Drive. Print the Lunch
Break Food Drive Registration Form, let your parent or guardian sign it and send it to Ms. Peg
Rizzo, our Pantry Coordinator.
